 1. Upcoming Pic meeting this Thursday. Discussion on Pro grant updates and the info session on Hate Crimes from the Kingston police.
2. Update on Screenagers film
Ø Growing up in the digital age – “An award-winning film that probes into the vulnerable corners of family life and depicts messy struggles over social media, video games and academics. The film offers solutions on how we can help our kids navigate the digital world. Cost is 650.00 USD
Ø Screenagers – Next Chapter. “High Stress, anxiety and depression are experienced by millions of young people. We follow physician and filmmaker, Delaney Ruston, as she discovers solutions for improved adolescent well-being in the digital age. Cost is 650.00 USD
Ø Screenagers – Under the influence, currently in production. Due out in March. explores how our tech revolution has impacted teens, views and behaviours around alcohol, vaping, cannabis and other substances, and what parents, schools, and teens can do to support healthy decisions making, such as harm reduction education, restorative practices and improved family communication. Cost is 750.00 USD
3. There are other films available to stream from a site called Impactful. Our documentary programs, which include Angst, LIKE, The Upstanders, and RACE to Be Human educate us on timely topics by including empowering strategies, practical tips, and expert perspectives on supporting positive mental health, personal agency, and community well-being. Listen to this video of our Founder/CEO and filmmaker, Scilla Andreen, as she discusses the inspiration and motivation behind creating our film programs.
