· 1 x Grade 7 late (27)
· 1 x Grade 7/8 late (9 grade 7s and 17 grade 8s)
· 3 x grade 7 early (25, 25, 24)
· 2 x grade 8 classes (31, 32)
· Because of the large class sizes, a grade 7/8 split had to be created.  Students that are moving would be informed by letter on Friday Sept 14th.   These students will begin in their new class on Monday.
