Merging of Frontenac and Acadie School Council
James began the discussion on his thoughts on merging the Frontenac and Acadie School Advisory Councils (SACs) into one council, representing both schools.  

· Smaller committees could be formed to help organize events, fund raisers etc.
· A consolidated council will help parents who have children attending both schools.  
· A bigger council represents more parent voices. 
· An emphasis on ensuring both schools are represented was made.  
· A vote was held and decided to merge the councils but have two chairs, one from each school, who will share in the duties and take turns in chairing the meetings.   
· There will also be two treasurers, and the accounts will be kept separate.  This will ensure both schools will receive the parent engagement funds and can apply for pro-grant.
· There will be one person for secretary or co-secretaries sharing the position, each sharing the duties of taking the minutes, and reminding people of the upcoming meetings.  
· The council will evaluate the benefits/cons of this merged group at the end of the year.
